CLASS PARTICIPATION INCLUDES:

1. Regular attendance.
2. Arriving to class on time with all necessary materials (homework, binder, books, pens, etc.)
3. Attention and attitude during class.  Students are expected to demonstrate respect for teachers     and fellow students.  Students are expected to work only on English assignments during class. Any other materials used (homework for other classes, iPods, cell phones, etc.) will be confiscated.

4. Taking clear notes for each class period.
5. Positive participation in both small and large group discussions.  This includes both speaking and listening and presenting of projects.

6. Being responsible for finding out and making up missed work due to absences or lateness.

POLICIES CONCERNING ABSENCES:
1. Any work previously assigned is due on the day you return.  Any test previously assigned must be taken on your return.  These tests must be made up during a study period, lunch, or after school.  Extenuating circumstances will be handled at the teacher’s discretion.

2. You are responsible for making up the classwork and homework assigned during your absence.  This work must be made up and submitted within two days after you return.  It is YOUR responsibility to find out exactly what you have missed and to COMPLETE it without having to be reminded.

3. NO WORK OR TESTS MAY BE MADE UP IF THE ABSENCE IS A CUT.  YOU WILL RECEIVE A GRADE OF ZERO ON THESE ASSIGNMENTS.

4. Any absences for school-related reasons (music lessons, field trips, rehearsals, appointments with nurse, guidance and/or another teacher) must be approved in advance.

5. When you are absent, call another member of your class to get your assignments.

POLICIES CONCERNING LATE WORK:

1. Homework:  Homework will be assigned almost every night and is due at the beginning of class. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to find out the assignment(s) so you can complete it.

2. Writing Assignments and projects: Essays and other assignments must be handed in on or before the due date.  If you are in school, but miss English on the date the assignment is due, you are still responsible for handing the assignment to your teacher on that day.  If you are absent on the date the assignment is due, the assignment must be handed in on the day you return.

3. Five (5) points will be deducted for each day the assignment is late.
4. No work will be accepted after the quarter closes.
