Writing Commandments

1. Avoid personal pronouns (I, you, your, me, my, us, we).

2. Use present tense (“he goes” vs. “he went”).
3. Introduce evidence/quotes (no quote bombs!).
4. “Short Stories, Poems” vs. Novels, Plays (Long works, long lines. Short works, “short lines”).
5. Use Power Verbs in your Expansions.
6. Analyze Literary Elements.
7. Don’t start sentences with FANBOYS (For, And, Nor, But, Or, Yet, So).
8. Don’t misspell words in the task/assignment/reading.
9. Apostrophes are to show possession or for contractions (not to make things plural).

10. Capitalization matters!
